	· Monitor and champion the development of taxonomy and taxonomic resources at a national level in Australia and the surrounding region.

· Work to increase awareness of taxonomy as an essential basis for all biodiversity-focused activity.

	2. Awareness and action: Improve access to and analysis of policy level information within the taxonomic community
	· Act as the National Focal Point for the GTI.

· Act as national coordinator of a working group to develop models for an Australian GBIF node.

· Ensure that taxonomy's key role in conservation and sustainable ecological development is flagged in all relevant policy documents.

	3. End-user focus: Meet stakeholder needs
	· Continue to develop innovative methods of delivering taxonomic information to end users using new technologies (interactive identification keys, web-delivery via databases of nomenclature lists, etc) while retaining the best of 'old ' delivery methods (Flora, Faunas, handbooks) for those who find traditional solutions the most comfortable or convenient.

· Educate all biodiversity-interested parties in the message that sound taxonomy is an necessary first step for their work.

	4. Taxonomic information: Improve access to and exchange of taxonomic information and products
	· Support and develop national (continental scale) taxonomic tools such as the Australian Biological Information Facility (ABIF), the Australian Virtual Herbarium (AVH) and Online Zoological Catalogue for Australian Museums (OZCAM).

· Support national input into global taxonomic tools such as the Global Biological Information Facility (GBIF) and the International Plant Name Index (IPNI).

	5. Timeliness: Accelerate the full taxonomic cycle: discovery, description, determination and dissemination
	· Continue to fund research through national taxonomic projects, and encourage timely publication and dissemination of results.

	6. Capacity Building: Build human and infrastructural capacity to meet sustainable development needs
	· Continue to support postgraduate and postdoctoral research and training in taxonomy in the Australasian region

	7. Global Partnership: Enhance collaboration, cooperation and partnerships, building to global scales
	· Continue to publish and distribute Species Plantarum Flora of the World

· Encourage participation in global nomenclatural forums such the International Botanical Congress Nomenclatural Sessions, International Association of Plant Taxonomists, and international nomenclatural juries.

	8. Science: Sustainably maintain and enhance taxonomic science skills and knowledge base to enable responsiveness to emerging needs
	· Continue to support taxonomic research in the Australasian region
